The Guy Harvey Research Institute at Nova South-
eastern University was established in 1999 to lead 
the way in providing essential scienti�c information 
to understand and save the world’s �sh resources 
and biodiversity from drastic, ongoing declines. 
With funding from the Guy Harvey Ocean Founda-
tion, GHRI is one of only a handful of organizations 
dedicated exclusively to expanding scienti�c knowl-
edge for the e�ective conservation of �sh popula-
tions and maintenance of �sh biodiversity. Among 
other accomplishments, GHRI scientists have 
pioneered the use of DNA analysis to demonstrate 
the advance and/or decline of �sh populations as 
well as the illegal trade of endangered species.

The GHRI has received worldwide notoriety for much of their 
research, including their discovery of a “virgin” birth of a Bonnet-
head shark at a zoo in Nebraska. This process of self-fertilization, 
known as parthenogenesis, has been known to occur in birds, 
reptiles, and amphibians, but this was the first documented case 
involving sharks. More recently, GHRI scientists have confirmed a 
second case of parthenogenesis in an Atlantic Blacktip shark at an 
aquarium in Virginia. For more information on this and other GHRI 
research, please visit www.nova.edu/ocean/ghri.
